How did we get to an aviation theme…co-chairs thought that the Top Gun movie was inspiring…bringing the best of the best together to make an impact. 

There are many families and individuals in our area who are facing situations that have thrown them into a tailspin. Like any good pilot, we are compelled to evaluate what is happening and adjust because we never leave our wingman behind. 

The United Way combats the community’s toughest challenges to lift our residents so that they have access to services for education, financial stability, and health. 

We collaborate with community leaders, businesses, partners, volunteers, and donors who understand that change isn’t something one person makes. It is something we create together. 


48% of area students are reading below the proficient benchmark for their grade level in grades K-5. Students are almost a year and a half behind because of COVID.

20% or more of Winnebago County residents have experienced four or more adverse childhood experiences. The Wisconsin average is 14%.

We fund programs, not agencies, and these programs do impressive work!

- Our funded programs have provided 37,000 hours of tutoring to help Oshkosh area students improve their grades.
One tutor was working with a 5th grade student who was struggling with reading but enjoyed the sounds of the words when they were read   
outloud. The tutor took a chance and introduced the student to the art of poetry, including her new favorite “The Rime of the Ancient Mariner. 
After finding books she likes, she’s become capable of reading on her own which is a huge step from where she started. 

- They’ve helped 5,543 area young people learn how to effectively manage traumatic experiences.
An Advocate has worked with a 10-year-old survivor and her family for the past 8 mos. The Advocate meets weekly to establish trust and to        
help this young survivor to build coping strategies, help understand her big emotions, and to navigate challenges. The Advocate has also 
guided the family through the court process which is complicated and confusing. Since the one-on-one work has begun, this brave survivor              
has been able to improve her coping skills, has started to advocate for herself, and is living well. In fact, her smile is coming back

- Other programs have contributed 31,567 pounds of food to students in the Oshkosh area.
One young student shared with her teacher that the fresh orange she received for her healthy snack was the most beautiful orange she 
had ever seen. The teacher shared that the student didn’t have regular access to fresh fruit so this orange was a very big deal for the student.
